“We look forward to recognizing the service of our fellow citizens and welcome the community 
to visit the Court this week,” said Presiding Judge Jamie Jacobs-May. “We in the Court want 
each and every juror, and future jurors, to know how much your participation and contribution to 
our American system of justice is appreciated. Trial by jury is a cherished constitutional right 
and jury service is an obligation of citizenship. Thank you for spending your valuable time in the 
courthouse.”   

In 2008 statewide, millions of Californians participated in jury service:  
 

• Over 9 million people were summoned to jury service;  
• 3.5 million prospective jurors were eligible and available to serve; and 
• Over 3 million jurors completed service in one day.
